6. Growing up Spiritually:  BABIES  Self-conscious: need to be fed & nurtured, 
clothed, protected, diapers changed; needs discipline, encouragement.  
Characterized by innocence, teachable.  Babies put everything in their mouth…false 
doctrines.  Some people don't want to grow up….teenager in diapers.  Helping others 
instead of always needing help ourselves.  Not easily hurt.

7. 1CO 3:1  And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, as 
to babes in Christ. 2 I fed you with milk and not with solid food; for until now you were 
not able to receive it, and even now you are still not able; 3 for you are still carnal. For 
where there are envy, strife, and divisions among you, are you not carnal and behaving 
like mere men?

8. 1PE 2:2   Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk (logos), so that by it you may 
grow up in your salvation, 3 now that you have tasted that the Lord is good.

9. YOUNG ADULTS   Unsteady, undependable.  Curiosity about other people's 
business.  Talkativeness…..hasn't learned the value of silence.  Types of speaking:  
FOOLISH = fodder VAIN = about themselves EVIL = about others

10.EPH 4:14   Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and 
blown here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of men 
in their deceitful scheming. 15 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things 
grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. 

11. MATURE ADULTS    Esteems earthly things lightly.  Deadness to censure or 
praise.  Ability to recognize God at work…..eg. Joseph.  God-conscious at all times.

12.HEB 11:24   By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of 
Pharaoh’s daughter. 25 He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather 
than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a short time. 26 He regarded disgrace for the sake of 
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Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his 
reward. 

13. How Does It Work??    You Don't Have To Know How---Just To Obey!!

14.MAR 4:26   He also said, “This is what the kingdom of God is like. A man scatters seed 
on the ground. 27 Night and day, whether he sleeps or gets up, the seed sprouts and 
grows, though he does not know how. 28 All by itself the soil produces grain—first the 
stalk, then the head, then the full kernel in the head. 29 As soon as the grain is ripe, he 
puts the sickle to it, because the harvest has come.” 

15.GEN 1:11    Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb that yields seed, and 
the fruit tree that yields fruit according to its kind, whose seed is in itself, on the earth”; 
and it was so.12 And the earth brought forth grass, the herb that yields seed according to 
its kind, and the tree that yields fruit, whose seed is in itself according to its kind. And 
God saw that it was good.

16.1CO 15:35   But someone may ask, “How are the dead raised? With what kind of body 
will they come?” 36 How foolish! What you sow does not come to life unless it dies. 37 
When you sow, you do not plant the body that will be, but just a seed, perhaps of 
wheat or of something else. 38 But God gives it a body as he has determined, and to each 
kind of seed he gives its own body. 46 The spiritual did not come first, but the natural, 
and after that the spiritual. 

17.1CO 2:7   But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom which God 
ordained before the ages for our glory, 8 which none of the rulers of this age knew; for 
had they known, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9 But as it is written:  
“Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which 
God has prepared for those who love Him.” 10 But God has revealed them to us through 
His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 11 For what 
man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so 
no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received, 
not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the 
things that have been freely given to us by God. 13 These things we also speak, not in 
words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing 
spiritual things with spiritual. 14 But the natural man does not receive the things of the 
Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are 
spiritually discerned. 15 But he who is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is rightly 
judged by no one. 16 For “who has known the mind of the Lord that he may instruct 
Him?” But we have the mind of Christ.

18.PRO 6:20   My son, keep your father’s commands and do not forsake your mother’s
teaching. 21 Bind them upon your heart forever; fasten them around your neck. 22 When 
you walk, they will guide you; when you sleep, they will watch over you; when you 
awake, they will speak to you. 23 For these commands are a lamp, this teaching is a 
light, and the corrections of discipline are the way to life, 
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19.ISA 28:9   “Whom will he teach knowledge? And whom will he make to understand the 
message? Those just weaned from milk? Those just drawn from the breasts? 10 For 
precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept, Line upon line, line upon line, Here a 
little, there a little.”

20.EPH 4:14   Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the waves, and 
blown here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of men 
in their deceitful scheming.

21.1TI 4:15   Be diligent in these matters; give yourself wholly to them, so that everyone 
may see your progress. 16 Watch your life and doctrine closely. Persevere in them, 
because if you do, you will save both yourself and your hearers. 

22.ROM 8:26   In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what 
we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groans that words 
cannot express. 27 And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because 
the Spirit intercedes for the saints in accordance with God’s will. 28 And we know that in 
all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according 
to his purpose. 
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
