Topical Bible Version Comparison Charts

It is imperative that Christians understand that Bible Versions do matter. New versions are not simply written to make it
easier to understand God's Word in "modern language.” There is a total assault against Biblical truth and doctrine taking place
as demonstrated in the following Charts. Many postulate that no doctrines have been changed, which is a false presumption.
The importance of having the true inspired words of God are found in verses such as:

EPH 5:25-27 "...even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; That he might sanctify and cleanse it with
the washing of water by the word, That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any
such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

Unless a version was translated from the Received texts, it is suspect and indeed can and does lead to gnostic doctrine. A
Gnostic version will not allow a person to fully understand what the will of the Lord is, because the doctrine itself is changed.
For that reason, we believe that the King JAM Version is the best translation into the English language and had God's
protection, as His Word is how we come to know Him. The same holds true for God's Word when it is translated into other
languages--the basis must be from the Received Texts. Is doctrine important, or can it be continuously changed and still be the
Word of God?

It has been suggested by Jacob Prasch of Moriel since 1999, when my "To Embrace Hebrew Roots" series was
published, along with some of his friends, that | was "of a Ruckmanite Cyber Cult".

When Mr. Prasch first published this "story” in 1999, | had to ask a few people what a Ruckmanite was. It was explained
to me that there was a man named Peter Ruckman who promotes the King JAM Version Only teaching. Prior to that | had no
knowledge of the man. In order to belong to a cult and follow a cult leader one would have to have knowledge of and
interaction with that person, and one would certainly have to embrace his teachings. To date, that is January, 10, 2003, | have
never investigated, corresponded with, sought out a website or address for, or read material by Peter Ruckman. | don't know the
man nor have | felt inclined to analyze him or his teachings. If | feel that God would have me do an article on Ruckman, it
would be posted in the Research section of my website.

The charge of me being a Ruckmanite cult member is false, and quite frankly a ridiculous conclusion by even the most
undiscerning. Holding to the KJV as the Bible version to be used came about by my own research and comparison of verses of
various Bible versions while investigating the Hebrew Roots and Sacred Name movements.

Prior to that, | had no knowledge there was even a dispute over versions. Call me naive, but I suspect I knew about as
much as the average Evangelical about the issues. But research, verse comparison and reviewing historical data on such people
as Westcott and Hort and their determination to destroy Christianity from the inside out made me evaluate the issue. With
Westcott and Hort's translations, and a few others forming the basis of all new versions the result brought us to the conclusion
that the KJV was the English Version we should use as it was based on the Textus Receptus and Byzantine manuscripts.
Reason and common sense tells us not to use occultist translators for providing sound Scripture.

We believe that God has protected His Word in the original inspired Byzantine manuscripts and Textus Receptus, and a
version should be translated from that source. Even though the Alexandrian texts are some of the oldest, they are also only a
handful of texts compared to the 5000 plus that make up the Byzantine texts.

We recommend that people obtain an Interlinear Bible to compare the original Greek and Hebrew with what is in the
King JAM Version. Some sources that use the Textus Receptus which could also be used are Jay Green's King JAM Version
and Interlinear Bible, or his Modern King JAM Version.

We are to "study" to show ourselves approved. It was never supposed to be easy. And many will admit that ‘studying' is
difficult.

2T1 2:15 "Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the
word of truth.” Far too many do a quick run through of a passage without actually studying it. Worse, many merely rely on
Sunday morning teachings and maybe a Wednesday night Bible study to be their "study to show thyself approved.”

2PE 1:20-21, 2:1-2 issued this warning: Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private
interpretation. For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the
Holy Ghost. 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who
privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift
destruction. And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of.

ISA 28:9-10: 9 Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned
from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. 10 For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon
line; here a little, and there a little:"

Corrupted Scripture and hence, doctrine, can produce a corrupted fruit.

2C0O 2:17 "For we are not as many, which CORRUPT THE WORD OF GOD."

Dr. JOH Davis, wrote of similar ideas in " THE NEW INTERNATIONAL VERSION, 'Why another English translation
of the Bible?' which appeared in Spire, Vol.12, #2, p. 7--Fall 1983 (a quarterly from Grace Theological Seminary):

"The answer to that question was that prior to the NIV most English translations suffered from archaic style,
THEOLOGICAL BIAS or inadequate translation skill to be ACCEPTED INTERNATIONALLY AS A STANDARD
BIBLE...In an effort to PREVENT THE INTRODUCTION OF DENOMINATIONAL DISTINCTIVES OR
THEOLOGICAL IDIOSYNCRASIES INTO THE TRANSLATION PROCESS...a five-step process was established for the
translation.”

Men such as Westcott and Hort (the two men that were responsible for the Critical Greek Text and the Revised English version
in 1881) were themselves heretics that embraced the Gnostic doctrines and therefore had a hidden motive for creating a new
Bible version. They were part of the Apostles Club, The Society for Psychical Research and the Ghost Society, the precursor of
the SPR.

Philip Schaff (the man responsible for the American Standard Version of 1901) also was a heretic and was the father of
the Ecumenical Movement. His purpose was to create a Bible version that would further the merger of all religions and nations
into a New World Order. George Schriver, in his biography, "PHILIP SCHAFF, CHRISTIAN SCHOLAR AND
ECUMENICAL PROPHET", says "he was convinced that such an ECUMENICAL REVISION (of the Bible) would foster
the bond of INTERDENOMINATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL UNION" (P. 71-73). * As cited in Gnosticism: The
Mystery of Iniquity, by J. Moser

Quite simply, New Versions allow for the teaching of Gnostic doctrine because those involved were Gnostics. As you
delve into this matter and carefully evaluate the comparison verses and the backgrounds of each of those involved in the
versions, it is hoped that you will be moved to reject these new versions, and "earnestly contend for the faith which was once
delivered unto the saints” (JUD 3) - that faith which is consistent with Fundamental Christianity, the Traditional (Antiochian)
Greek manuscripts, and the King JAM Version.

Some of the versions translated from various Gnostic manuscripts include: English revised version; American Standard
version; Revised Standard version; Berkley Bible; Amplified Bible; Jerusalem Bible; New English Bible; New American
Standard; Living Bible; Today's English V.; New International V.; New King JAM Version, New King JAM Bible, Spirit-
Filled Life, Edition, and the Scholars Version.

One need not take our word for it. Each can do a topic by topic, or verse by verse comparison on their own. The Word of
God is meant for all to utilize and is not bound by one person's comparison. In other words, if you wish to chart your
comparisons with these or other versions or paraphrases, by all means. The point is, consider carefully why, for example, the
name of Jesus is omitted, or Christ. One cannot assume people will know who is being referenced.
