ROM 5:12  Therefore, just as through ONE MAN sin entered the world, and death through sin, and thus 
death spread to all men, because all sinned—13 (For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not imputed 
when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who had not sinned 
according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is a type of Him who was to come. 15 But the free 
gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of God and the gift 
by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many. 16 And the gift is not like that which came 
through the one who sinned. For the judgment which came from one offense resulted in condemnation, but the free 
gift which came from many offenses resulted in justification. 17 For if by the one man’s offense death reigned 
through the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign 
in life through the One, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore, as THROUGH ONE MAN’S OFFENSE judgment came 
to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so THROUGH ONE MAN’S RIGHTEOUS ACT the free gift 
came to all men, resulting in justification of life. 19 For as by ONE MAN’S DISOBEDIENCE many were 
made sinners, so also BY ONE MAN’S OBEDIENCE many will be made righteous. 20 Moreover THE LAW 
ENTERED THAT THE OFFENSE MIGHT ABOUND. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much 
more, 21 so that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord.

1CO 15:20  But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. 
21 For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. 22 For as in Adam all die, 
even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 23 But each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward those 
who are Christ’s at His coming. 24 Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father, when He 
puts an end to all rule and all authority and power.

HEB 2:14  Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared in the 
same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, 15 and release 
those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.

JOH 1:17  For the law was given through Moses, but grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.

ROM 6:23  For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

JOH 6:63  “It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words that I speak to you are spirit, and 
they are life.



ROM 6:6  knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away 
with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.

2. GEN 2:21  And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall on Adam, and he slept; and He took one of his ribs, 

and closed up the flesh in its place. 22 Then the rib which the Lord God had taken from man He made into a 
woman, and He brought her to the man. 23 And Adam said:  “This is now bone of my bones And flesh of my 
flesh; She shall be called Woman, Because she was taken out of Man.” 24 Therefore a man shall leave his father 
and mother and be joined to his wife, and they shall become one flesh.

3. GEN 26:34  When Esau was forty years old, he took as wives Judith the daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and 
Basemath the daughter of Elon the Hittite.

9. JUD 3:5  Thus the children of Israel dwelt among the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the 

Hivites, and the Jebusites. 6 And they took their daughters to be their wives, and gave their daughters to their 
sons; and they served their gods.

10. 1CO 6:15   Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Shall I then take the members of Christ 
and make them members of a harlot? Certainly not! 16 Or do you not know that he who is joined to a harlot is 
one body with her? For “the two,” He says, “shall become one flesh.” 17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one 
spirit with Him. 18 Flee sexual immorality. Every sin that a man does is outside the body, but he who commits 
sexual immorality sins against his own body. 19 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy 
Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; 
therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s.

11. EXO 22:16   “If a man entices a virgin who is not betrothed, and lies with her, he shall surely pay the bride-
price for her to be his wife. 17 “If her father utterly refuses to give her to him, he shall pay money according to 
the bride-price of virgins.



12. DEU 22:13   “If any man takes a wife, and goes in to her, and detests her, 14 “and charges her with shameful 
conduct, and brings a bad name on her, and says, ‘I took this woman, and when I came to her I found she was 
not a virgin,’ 15 “then the father and mother of the young woman shall take and bring out the evidence of the 
young woman’s virginity to the elders of the city at the gate. 16 “And the young woman’s father shall say to the 
elders, ‘I gave my daughter to this man as wife, and he detests her. 17 ‘Now he has charged her with shameful 
conduct, saying, “I found your daughter was not a virgin,” and yet these are the evidences of my daughter’s 
virginity.’ And they shall spread the cloth before the elders of the city. 18 “Then the elders of that city shall take 
that man and punish him; 19 “and they shall fine him one hundred shekels of silver and give them to the father 
of the young woman, because he has brought a bad name on a virgin of Israel. And she shall be his wife; he 
cannot divorce her all his days. 20 “But if the thing is true, and evidences of virginity are not found for the 
young woman, 21 “then they shall bring out the young woman to the door of her father’s house, and the men of 
her city shall stone her to death with stones, because she has done a disgraceful thing in Israel, to play the harlot 
in her father’s house. So you shall put away the evil from among you. 22 “If a man is found lying with a woman 
married to a husband, then both of them shall die—the man that lay with the woman, and the woman; so you 
shall put away the evil from Israel. 23 “If a young woman who is a virgin is betrothed to a husband, and a man 
finds her in the city and lies with her, 24 “then you shall bring them both out to the gate of that city, and you 
shall stone them to death with stones, the young woman because she did not cry out in the city, and the man 
because he humbled his neighbor’s wife; so you shall put away the evil from among you. 25 “But if a man finds 
a betrothed young woman in the countryside, and the man forces her and lies with her, then only the man who 
lay with her shall die. 26 “But you shall do nothing to the young woman; there is in the young woman no sin 
deserving of death, for just as when a man rises against his neighbor and kills him, even so is this matter. 27 
“For he found her in the countryside, and the betrothed young woman cried out, but there was no one to save 
her. 28 “If a man finds a young woman who is a virgin, who is not betrothed, and he seizes her and lies with her, 
and they are found out, 29 “then the man who lay with her shall give to the young woman’s father fifty shekels 
of silver, and she shall be his wife because he has humbled her; he shall not be permitted to divorce her all his 
days. 30 “A man shall not take his father’s wife, nor uncover his father’s bed.

13.
14. LEV 20:10  ‘The man who commits adultery with another man’s wife, he who commits adultery with his 

neighbor’s wife, the adulterer and the adulteress, shall surely be put to death. 11 ‘The man who lies with his 
father’s wife has uncovered his father’s nakedness; both of them shall surely be put to death. Their blood shall 
be upon them. 12 ‘If a man lies with his daughter-in-law, both of them shall surely be put to death. They have 
committed perversion. Their blood shall be upon them. 13 ‘If a man lies with a male as he lies with a woman, 
both of them have committed an abomination. They shall surely be put to death. Their blood shall be upon them. 
14 ‘If a man marries a woman and her mother, it is wickedness. They shall be burned with fire, both he and 
they, that there may be no wickedness among you. 15 ‘If a man mates with an animal, he shall surely be put to 
death, and you shall kill the animal. 16 ‘If a woman approaches any animal and mates with it, you shall kill the 
woman and the animal. They shall surely be put to death. Their blood is upon them. 17 ‘If a man takes his sister, 
his father’s daughter or his mother’s daughter, and sees her nakedness and she sees his nakedness, it is a wicked 
thing. And they shall be cut off in the sight of their people. He has uncovered his sister’s nakedness. He shall 
bear his guilt. 18 ‘If a man lies with a woman during her sickness and uncovers her nakedness, he has exposed 
her flow, and she has uncovered the flow of her blood. Both of them shall be cut off from their people. 19 ‘You 
shall not uncover the nakedness of your mother’s sister nor of your father’s sister, for that would uncover his 
near of kin. They shall bear their guilt. 20 ‘If a man lies with his uncle’s wife, he has uncovered his uncle’s 
nakedness. They shall bear their sin; they shall die childless. 21 ‘If a man takes his brother’s wife, it is an 
unclean thing. He has uncovered his brother’s nakedness. They shall be childless.
