The kingdom:   MAT 24:14  “And this GOSPEL of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a witness to 

all the nations, and then the end will come.

God’s power:   ROM 1:16  For I am not ashamed of the GOSPEL of Christ, for it is the power of God to 
salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.

Mystery:   EPH 6:19  and (pray) for me, that utterance may be given to me, that I may open my mouth boldly to 
make known the mystery of the GOSPEL,

Revelation:   EPH 3:1  For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for you Gentiles— 2 if indeed you have

Hope:   COL 1:23  if indeed you continue in the faith, grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away from the 

hope of the GOSPEL which you heard, which was preached to every creature under heaven, of which I, Paul, 
became a minister.

Salvation:    2TH 2:13  But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren beloved by the Lord, 
because God from the beginning chose you for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the 
truth, 14 to which He called you by our GOSPEL, for the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.
