7. 1CO 15:45  And so it is written, “The first man Adam became a living being.” The last Adam 
became a life-giving spirit. 46 However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural, and afterward 
the spiritual. 47 The first man was of the earth, made of dust; the second Man is the Lord from 
heaven. 48 As was the man of dust, so also are those who are made of dust; and as is the 
heavenly Man, so also are those who are heavenly. 49 And as we have borne the image of the 
man of dust, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly Man. 50 Now this I say, brethren, that 
flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption.

9. EXO 23:20  “Behold, I send an Angel before you to keep you in the way and to bring you into 
the place which I have prepared. 21 “Beware of Him and obey His voice; do not provoke Him, 
for He will not pardon your transgressions; for My name is in Him. 22 “But if you indeed obey 
His voice and do all that I speak, then I will be an enemy to your enemies and an 
adversary to your adversaries. 23 “For My Angel will go before you and bring you in to 
the Amorites and the Hittites and the Perizzites and the Canaanites and the Hivites and 
the Jebusites; and I will cut them off. 24 “You shall not bow down to their gods, nor serve 
them, nor do according to their works; but you shall utterly overthrow them and completely 
break down their sacred pillars. 25 “So you shall serve the Lord your God, and He will 
bless your bread and your water. And I will take sickness away from the midst of you. 26 
“No one shall suffer miscarriage or be barren in your land; I will fulfill the number of your days. 
27 “I will send My fear before you, I will cause confusion among all the people to whom you 
come, and will make all your enemies turn their backs to you. 28 “And I will send hornets 
before you, which shall drive out the Hivite, the Canaanite, and the Hittite from before you. 29 
“I will not drive them out from before you in one year, lest the land become desolate and 
the beast of the field become too numerous for you. 30 “LITTLE BY LITTLE I will drive 
them out from before you, until you have increased, and you inherit the land. 31 “And I 
will set your bounds from the Red Sea to the sea, Philistia, and from the desert to the River. For 
I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand, and you shall drive them out before you. 
32 “You shall make no covenant with them, nor with their gods. 33 “They shall not dwell in 
your land, lest they make you sin against Me. For if you serve their gods, it will surely be a 
snare to you.”
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10. NUM 33:51  “Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them: ‘When you have crossed the 
Jordan into the land of Canaan, 52  ‘then you shall DRIVE OUT (CAST OUT) all the 
inhabitants of the land from before you, destroy all their engraved stones, destroy all their 
molded images, and demolish all their high places; 53 ‘you shall dispossess the inhabitants 
of the land and dwell in it, for I have given you the land to possess. 55 ‘But IF YOU DO 
NOT DRIVE OUT THE INHABITANTS OF THE LAND FROM BEFORE YOU, THEN 
IT SHALL BE THAT THOSE WHOM YOU LET REMAIN SHALL BE IRRITANTS IN 
YOUR EYES AND THORNS IN YOUR SIDES, AND THEY SHALL HARASS YOU IN 
THE LAND WHERE YOU DWELL. 56 ‘MOREOVER IT SHALL BE THAT I WILL 
DO TO YOU AS I THOUGHT TO DO TO THEM.’

11. LUK 21:19  “By your patience possess your souls.

12. 1PE 1:8  Though you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him 
now, you believe in him and are filled with an inexpressible and glorious joy,  9  for YOU ARE 
RECEIVING THE GOAL OF YOUR FAITH, THE SALVATION OF YOUR SOULS.  

13. PHI 2:12  Therefore, my dear friends, as you have always obeyed--not only in my presence, but 
now much more in my absence--CONTINUE TO WORK OUT YOUR SALVATION with 
fear and trembling,  13  for it is God who works in you to will and to act according to his good 
purpose.  

14. 2CH 7:14  “if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray 
and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will 
forgive their sin and heal their land.

23. From Derek Prince’s Deliverance and Demonology tape series: 
 ACTIVITY of demons. Can be summed up in various verbs: 

1. Entice (see JAM 1:14) 
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2. Deceive (see 1TI 4:1-2) 
3. Enslave (see ROM 8:15) 
4. Torment (see 2TI 1:7; 1JO 4:18) 
5. Drive, Compel (see LUK 8:29) 
6. Defile (see TIT 1:15) 

 Demons fight against every aspect of peace: 
1. inner personal harmony 
2. peace of mind 
3. physical well-being 
4. harmonious relationships 
5. harmonious adjustment to external circumstances 

 The great distinctive mark of demon activity: RESTLESSNESS
Demons operate from two alternative positions: 
1. From OUTSIDE the body 
2. From WITHIN the body 
If they operate from OUTSIDE, we must RESIST them (see JAM 4:7; 1PE 5:8-9) 
If they operate from WITHIN, they must be EXPELLED (see MAT 8:16; MAR 1:39)

24. Sources of Demonization of individuals (‘DOORWAYS’)
 Sins of ancestors:  EXO 20:3  “You shall have no other gods before Me. 4 “You shall not 

make for yourself a carved image, or any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is 
in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; 5 you shall not bow down to them 
nor serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers 
on the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me,

 Effects in the Womb
 Childhood physical or emotional trauma:  MOST demonic problems begin here !!
 Adult physical or emotional trauma:  Wounds attract Flies (lord of the flies) or infections  
 Spoken curses:  Noah & Canaan.  PRO 18:21  Death and life are in the power of the tongue, 

And those who love it will eat its fruit.
 Sins of individual:  DEU 28
 Sins perpetrated on individual, especially as child:

 Occult practices:  LEV 18:30  ‘Therefore you shall keep My ordinance, so that you do not 
commit any of these abominable customs which were committed before you, and that you do 
not defile yourselves by them: I am the Lord your God.’ ”

 Unforgiveness of parents or others:
 Contact with dead bodies
 Laying on of Hands: 1TI 5:22  Do not lay hands on anyone hastily, nor share in other people’s 

sins; keep yourself pure.
 Drugs (pharmakia) (sorcery)
 Cults and False Religions
 Cursed articles:   DEU 7:26  “Nor shall you bring an abomination into your house, lest you be 

doomed to destruction like it. You shall utterly detest it and utterly abhor it, for it is an accursed 
thing.  

25. a spirit needs a BODY or MIND or SPIRIT to manifest itself in the natural realm
eg  confusion, gluttony, anger, lust, lying, violence, etc. 

26. Its NOT YOU !!
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27. Oppression, obsession, possession, compulsion, etc.

28. daimonizomai  dahee-mon-id’-zom-ahee  =  to be under the power of a demon.

29. Spirit – Soul – Body…….Any part can be affected

30. Transgression – Sin – Iniquity 

31. A SOUL is a personality, results from the combination of Spirit and Body.
Schizophrenia
Multiple Personality Disorder
Demons MANIFEST their personality through the one demonized

33. MAT 15:22  And behold, a woman of Canaan came from that region and cried out to Him, 
saying, “Have mercy on me, O Lord, Son of David! My daughter is severely demon-
possessed.” 23 But He answered her not a word. And His disciples came and urged Him, 
saying, “Send her away, for she cries out after us.” 24 But He answered and said, “I was not 
sent except to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.” 25 Then she came and worshiped Him, 
saying, “Lord, help me!” 26 But He answered and said, “It is not good to take the children’s 
bread and throw it to the little dogs.” 27 And she said, “Yes, Lord, yet even the little dogs eat 
the crumbs which fall from their masters’ table.” 28 Then Jesus answered and said to her, “O 
woman, great is your faith! Let it be to you as you desire.” And her daughter was healed from 
that very hour.

34. MAR 1:23  Now there was a man in their synagogue with an unclean spirit. And he cried 
out, 24 saying, “Let us alone! What have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth? Did You come 
to destroy us? I know who You are—the Holy One of God!” 25 But Jesus rebuked him, saying, 
“Be quiet, and come out of him!” 26 And when the unclean spirit had convulsed him and cried 
out with a loud voice, he came out of him. 27 Then they were all amazed, so that they 
questioned among themselves, saying, “What is this? What new doctrine is this? For with 
authority He commands even the unclean spirits, and they obey Him.”

35. MAR 1:39  And He was preaching in their synagogues throughout all Galilee, and casting out 
demons. 40 Now a leper came to Him, imploring Him, kneeling down to Him and saying to 
Him, “If You are willing, You can make me clean.” 41 Then Jesus, moved with compassion, 
stretched out His hand and touched him, and said to him, “I am willing; be cleansed.”

36. MAR 7:25  For a woman whose young daughter had an unclean spirit heard about Him, and she 
came and fell at His feet. 26 The woman was a Greek, a Syro-Phoenician by birth, and she kept 
asking Him to cast the demon out of her daughter. 27 But Jesus said to her, “Let the children be 
filled first, for it is not good to take the children’s bread and throw it to the little dogs.” 28 And 
she answered and said to Him, “Yes, Lord, yet even the little dogs under the table eat from the 
children’s crumbs.” 29 Then He said to her, “For this saying go your way; the demon has gone 
out of your daughter.” 30 And when she had come to her house, she found the demon gone out, 
and her daughter lying on the bed.
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37. MAR 8:33  But when He had turned around and looked at His disciples, He rebuked Peter, 
saying, “Get behind Me, Satan! For you are not mindful of the things of God, but the things of 
men.”

38. MAR 9:17  Then one of the crowd answered and said, “Teacher, I brought You my son, who 
has a mute spirit. 18 “And wherever it seizes him, it throws him down; he foams at the mouth, 
gnashes his teeth, and becomes rigid. So I spoke to Your disciples, that they should cast it out, 
but they could not.” 19 He answered him and said, “O faithless generation, how long shall I be 
with you? How long shall I bear with you? Bring him to Me.” 20 Then they brought him to 
Him. And when he saw Him, immediately the spirit convulsed him, and he fell on the ground 
and wallowed, foaming at the mouth. 21 So He asked his father, “How long has this been 
happening to him?” And he said, “From childhood. 22 “And often he has thrown him both into 
the fire and into the water to destroy him. But if You can do anything, have compassion on us 
and help us.” 23 Jesus said to him, “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who 
believes.” 24 Immediately the father of the child cried out and said with tears, “Lord, I believe; 
help my unbelief!” 25 When Jesus saw that the people came running together, He rebuked the 
unclean spirit, saying to it, “Deaf and dumb spirit, I command you, come out of him and enter 
him no more!” 26 Then the spirit cried out, convulsed him greatly, and came out of him. And he 
became as one dead, so that many said, “He is dead.”27 But Jesus took him by the hand and 
lifted him up, and he arose. 28 And when He had come into the house, His disciples asked Him 
privately, “Why could we not cast it out?” 29 So He said to them, “This kind can come out by 
nothing but prayer and fasting.”

39. LUK 4:38  Now He arose from the synagogue and entered Simon’s house. But Simon’s wife’s 
mother was sick with a high fever, and they made request of Him concerning her. 39 So He 
stood over her and rebuked the fever, and IT LEFT HER. And immediately she arose and 
served them.

40. LUK 11:24  “When an unclean spirit goes out of a man, he goes through dry places, seeking 
rest; and finding none, he says, ‘I will return to my house from which I came.’ 25 “And when he 
comes, he finds it swept and put in order. 26 “Then he goes and takes with him seven other 
spirits more wicked than himself, and they enter and dwell there; and the last state of that man is 
worse than the first.” (a non-Christian delivered)

41. LUK 13:11  And behold, there was a woman who had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years, and 
was bent over and could in no way raise herself up. 12 But when Jesus saw her, He called her to 
Him and said to her, “Woman, you are loosed from your infirmity.” 13 And He laid His hands 
on her, and immediately she was made straight, and glorified God. 14 But the ruler of the 
synagogue answered with indignation, because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath; and he said to 
the crowd, “There are six days on which men ought to work; therefore come and be healed on 
them, and not on the Sabbath day.” 15 The Lord then answered him and said, “Hypocrite! Does 
not each one of you on the Sabbath loose his ox or donkey from the stall, and lead it away to 
water it? 16 “So ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan has 
bound—think of it—for eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on the Sabbath?” 17 And 
when He said these things, all His adversaries were put to shame; and all the multitude rejoiced 
for all the glorious things that were done by Him.

42. LUK 22:3  Then Satan entered Judas, surnamed Iscariot, who was numbered among the 
twelve.
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43. ACT 5:3  But Peter said, “Ananias, why has Satan filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit 
and keep back part of the price of the land for yourself? 4 “While it remained, was it not 
your own? And after it was sold, was it not in your own control? Why have you conceived this 
thing in your heart? You have not lied to men but to God.”

44. ACT 8:5  Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. 6 And 
the multitudes with one accord heeded the things spoken by Philip, hearing and seeing the 
miracles which he did. 7 For unclean spirits, crying with a loud voice, came out of many 
who were possessed; and many who were paralyzed and lame were healed. 13 Then Simon 
himself also believed; and when he was baptized he continued with Philip, and was amazed, 
seeing the miracles and signs which were done.

45. ACT 8:20  But Peter said to him, “Your money perish with you, because you thought that the 
gift of God could be purchased with money! 21 “You have neither part nor portion in this 
matter, for your heart is not right in the sight of God. 22 “Repent therefore of this your 
wickedness, and pray God if perhaps the thought of your heart may be forgiven you. 23 “For I 
see that you are poisoned by bitterness and bound by iniquity.” 24 Then Simon answered and 
said, “Pray to the Lord for me, that none of the things which you have spoken may come upon 
me.”

46. ACT 10:38  “how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, 
who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was 
with Him.

47. 1TI 1:19  having faith and a good conscience, which some having rejected, concerning the faith 
have suffered shipwreck, 20 of whom are Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I delivered to 
Satan that they may learn not to blaspheme.

48. 2TI 2:25  in humility correcting those who are in opposition, if God perhaps will grant them 
repentance, so that they may know the truth, 26 and that they may come to their senses and 
escape the snare of the devil, having been taken captive by him to do his will.

49. 1CO 5:1  It is actually reported that there is sexual immorality among you, and such sexual 
immorality as is not even named among the Gentiles—that a man has his father’s wife! 2 And 
you are puffed up, and have not rather mourned, that he who has done this deed might be taken 
away from among you. 3 For I indeed, as absent in body but present in spirit, have already 
judged (as though I were present) him who has so done this deed. 4 In the name of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, when you are gathered together, along with my spirit, with the power of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, 5 deliver such a one to Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that his spirit may be 
saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

50. 2CO 12:7  And lest I should be exalted above measure by the abundance of the revelations, a 
thorn in the flesh was given to me, a messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I be exalted above 
measure.

51. 2KI 6:11  Therefore the heart of the king of Syria was greatly troubled by this thing; and he 
called his servants and said to them, “Will you not show me which of us is for the king of 
Israel?” 12 And one of his servants said, “None, my lord, O king; but Elisha, the prophet who is 
in Israel, tells the king of Israel the words that you speak in your bedroom.” 13 So he said, “Go 
and see where he is, that I may send and get him.” And it was told him, saying, “Surely he is in 
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Dothan.” 14 Therefore he sent horses and chariots and a great army there, and they came by 
night and surrounded the city. 15 And when the servant of the man of God arose early and went 
out, there was an army, surrounding the city with horses and chariots. And his servant said to 
him, “Alas, my master! What shall we do?” 16 So he answered, “Do not fear, for those who are 
with us are more than those who are with them.” 17 And Elisha prayed, and said, “Lord, I pray, 
open his eyes that he may see.” Then the Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he saw. 
And behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha. 18 So when 
the Syrians came down to him, Elisha prayed to the Lord, and said, “Strike this people, I pray, 
with blindness.” And He struck them with blindness according to the word of Elisha.
