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15-B     Cults and False Religions
1. DEU 13:1  “If there arises AMONG YOU a prophet or a dreamer of dreams, and he gives you a sign or a 

wonder, 2 “and the sign or the wonder comes to pass, of which he spoke to you, saying, ‘Let us go after 
other gods’—which you have not known—‘and let us serve them,’ 3 “you shall not listen to the words of that 
prophet or that dreamer of dreams, for the Lord your God is testing you to know whether you love the 
Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul. 4 “You shall walk after the Lord your God and 
fear Him, and keep His commandments and obey His voice, and you shall serve Him and hold fast to Him.

2. MAR 4:23  “If anyone has ears to hear, let him hear.” 24 Then He said to them, “Take heed what you hear. 
With the same measure you use, it will be measured to you; and to you who hear, more will be given.

3. MAT 11:2  And when John had heard in prison about the works of Christ, he sent two of his disciples 3 and said 
to Him, “Are You the Coming One, or DO WE LOOK FOR ANOTHER?”

4. MAT 24:11 “Then many false prophets will rise up and deceive many. 12 “And because lawlessness will 
abound, the love of many will grow cold. 24 “For false christs and false prophets will rise and show great 
signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.

5. ACT 13:8  But Elymas the sorcerer (for so his name is translated) withstood them, seeking to turn the 
proconsul away from the faith. 9 Then Saul, who also is called Paul, filled with the Holy Spirit, looked 
intently at him 10 and said, “O full of all deceit and all fraud, you son of the devil, you enemy of all 
righteousness, will you not cease PERVERTING THE STRAIGHT WAYS OF THE LORD?

6. ACT 15:1  And certain men came down from Judea and TAUGHT THE BRETHREN, “Unless you are 
circumcised according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved.” 24 Since we have heard that SOME 
WHO WENT OUT FROM US have troubled you with words, unsettling your souls, SAYING, “YOU 
MUST BE CIRCUMCISED AND KEEP THE LAW”—to whom we gave no such commandment—

7. ROM 10:3  For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and SEEKING TO ESTABLISH THEIR 
OWN RIGHTEOUSNESS, have not submitted to the righteousness of God.

8. 2CO 11:4  For if he who comes preaches ANOTHER JESUS whom we have not preached, or if you 
receive a DIFFERENT SPIRIT which you have not received, or a DIFFERENT GOSPEL which you 
have not accepted—you may well put up with it!

9. 2CO 4:2  But we have renounced the hidden things of shame, not walking in craftiness nor HANDLING 
THE WORD OF GOD DECEITFULLY, but by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every 
man’s conscience in the sight of God.

10. GAL 1:6  I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to A 
DIFFERENT GOSPEL, 7 which is not another; but there are some who trouble you and want to pervert the 
gospel of Christ. 8 But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any OTHER GOSPEL to you than 
what we have preached to you, let him be accursed. 9 As we have said before, so now I say again, if anyone 
preaches any other gospel to you than what you have received, let him be accursed.

11. GAL 3:2  This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the 
hearing of faith? 3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh?

12. COL 2:8  Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the 
TRADITION OF MEN, according to the basic principles of the world, and not according to Christ.

13. 1TI 1:3  As I urged you when I went into Macedonia—remain in Ephesus that you may charge some that they 
teach no other doctrine, 4 nor give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which cause disputes rather 
than godly edification which is in faith.

14. 1TI 4:1  Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will DEPART FROM THE FAITH, 
giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons, 2 speaking lies in hypocrisy, having their own 
conscience seared with a hot iron, 3 forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from foods which God 
created to be received with thanksgiving by those who believe and know the truth.

15. 1TI 4:7  But reject profane and old wives’ fables, and exercise yourself toward godliness.
16. 1TI 6:3  If anyone teaches otherwise and does not consent to wholesome words, even the words of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, and to the DOCTRINE which accords with godliness, 4 he is proud, knowing nothing, 
but is obsessed with disputes and arguments over words, from which come envy, strife, reviling, evil suspicions, 
5 useless wranglings of men of corrupt minds and destitute of the truth, who suppose that godliness is a means of 
gain. From such withdraw yourself. 6 Now godliness with contentment is great gain.

17. 2TI 2:15  Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a worker who does not need to be ashamed, rightly 
dividing the word of truth. 16 But shun profane and idle babblings, for they will increase to more 
ungodliness. 17 And their message will spread like cancer. Hymenaeus and Philetus are of this sort, 18 
who have strayed concerning the truth, saying that the resurrection is already past; and they overthrow 
the faith of some.

18. 2TI 3:8  Now as Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt 
minds, disapproved concerning the faith; 9 but they will progress no further, for their folly will be manifest to 
all, as theirs also was.
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19. 2TI 4:3  For the time will come when they will not endure SOUND DOCTRINE, but according to their 
own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; 4 and they will turn 
their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.

20. 1TI 6:20  O Timothy! Guard what was committed to your trust, avoiding the profane and idle babblings 
and contradictions of what is falsely called knowledge— 21 by professing it some have strayed concerning 
the faith. Grace be with you. Amen.

21. 2TH 2:9  The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and 
lying wonders, 10 and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did not 
receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 11 And for this reason God will send them 
STRONG DELUSION, that they should believe the lie, 12 that they all may be condemned who did not 
believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

22. TIT 1:10  For there are many insubordinate, both idle talkers and deceivers, especially those of the 
circumcision, 11 whose mouths must be stopped, who subvert whole households, teaching things which 
they ought not, for the sake of dishonest gain.

23. 2PE 2:1  But there were also FALSE PROPHETS among the people, even as there will be FALSE 
TEACHERS among you, who will secretly bring in DESTRUCTIVE HERESIES, even denying the Lord 
who bought them, and bring on themselves swift destruction. 2 And many will follow their destructive ways, 
because of whom the way of truth will be blasphemed. 3 BY COVETOUSNESS they will exploit you with 
deceptive words; for a long time their judgment has not been idle, and their destruction does not slumber.

24. 2PE 3:15  and consider that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation—as also our beloved brother Paul, 
according to the wisdom given to him, has written to you, 16 as also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these 
things, in which are some things hard to understand, WHICH UNTAUGHT AND UNSTABLE PEOPLE 
TWIST TO THEIR OWN DESTRUCTION, AS THEY DO ALSO THE REST OF THE 
SCRIPTURES. 17 You therefore, beloved, since you know this beforehand, beware lest you also fall from your 
own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked;

25. 1JO 2:18  Little children, it is the last hour; and as you have heard that the Antichrist is coming, even now 
many antichrists have come, by which we know that it is the last hour. 19 THEY WENT OUT FROM 
US, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would have continued with us; but they went 
out that they might be made manifest, that none of them were of us. 26 These things I have written to you 
concerning THOSE WHO TRY TO DECEIVE YOU.

26. 1JO 4:1  Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because many 
false prophets have gone out into the world.

27. 2JO 7  For many DECEIVERS have gone out into the world who do not confess Jesus Christ as coming in 
the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist. 10 If anyone comes to you and does not bring this doctrine, 
do not receive him into your house nor greet him; 11 for HE WHO GREETS HIM SHARES IN HIS 
EVIL DEEDS.

28. JUD 4  For certain men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago were marked out for this condemnation, 
ungodly men, who turn the grace of our God into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 8 Likewise also these dreamers defile the flesh, reject authority, and speak evil of dignitaries. 
10 But these speak evil of whatever they do not know; and whatever they know naturally, like brute beasts, in 
these things they corrupt themselves. 11 Woe to them! For they have gone in the way of Cain, have run 
greedily in the error of Balaam for profit, and perished in the rebellion of Korah. 12 These are spots in 
your love feasts, while they feast with you without fear, serving only themselves. They are clouds without 
water, carried about by the winds; late autumn trees without fruit, twice dead, pulled up by the roots; 13 
raging waves of the sea, foaming up their own shame; wandering stars for whom is reserved the 
blackness of darkness forever. 14 Now Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied about these men also, 
saying, “Behold, the Lord comes with ten thousands of His saints, 15 “to execute judgment on all, to 
convict all who are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have committed in an 
ungodly way, and of all the harsh things which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him.” 16 These are 
grumblers, complainers, walking according to their own lusts; and they mouth great swelling words, 
flattering people to gain advantage. 17 But you, beloved, remember the words which were spoken before by 
the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ: 18 how they told you that there would be mockers in the last time who 
would walk according to their own ungodly lusts. 19 These are sensual persons, who cause divisions, not 
having the Spirit.

29. REV 2:2  “I know your works, your labor, your patience, and that you cannot bear those who are evil. And you 
have tested those who say they are apostles and are not, and have found them liars; 

30. REV 12:9  So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the Devil and Satan, who DECEIVES 
THE WHOLE WORLD; he was cast to the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

31. REV 13:14  And HE DECEIVES THOSE WHO DWELL ON THE EARTH by those signs which he was 
granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to the beast 
who was wounded by the sword and lived.
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Changing God’s Word
 When the U.S. Treasury Department trains its agents to recognize counterfeit money, they do so by first teaching 

them EVERYTHING there is to know about the REAL bills.  Only then can they readily recognize the fake.  The 
SAME is true for Christians.  Unless we are intimately familiar with the TRUE Word of God, we will not as 
readily recognize it when someone is twisting the scriptures and teaching a FALSE GOSPEL. Study your Bible !!

32. ISA 8:20  To the law and to the testimony! If they do not speak according to this word, it is because there 
is no light in them. 21 They will pass through it hard pressed and hungry; and it shall happen, when they are 
hungry, that they will be enraged and curse their king and their God, and look upward. 22 Then they will look to 
the earth, and see trouble and darkness, gloom of anguish; and they will be driven into darkness.

33. DEU 4:2  “You shall not add to the word which I command you, nor take from it, that you may keep the 
commandments of the Lord your God which I command you.

34. DEU 12:32  “Whatever I command you, be careful to observe it; you shall not add to it nor take away from it.
35. JER 26:2  “Thus says the Lord: ‘Stand in the court of the Lord’s house, and speak to all the cities of Judah, 

which come to worship in the Lord’s house, all the words that I command you to speak to them. Do not 
diminish a word.

36. ACT 17:10  Then the brethren immediately sent Paul and Silas away by night to Berea. When they arrived, they 
went into the synagogue of the Jews. 11 These were more fair-minded than those in Thessalonica, in that they 
received the word with all readiness, and searched the Scriptures daily to find out whether these things were so.

37. GAL 1:8  But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have 
preached to you, let him be accursed.

38. REV 22:18  For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds to 
these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; 19 and if anyone takes away 
from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the Book of Life, from the 
holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

Depending on whose list you are looking at, there are numerous TRAITS THAT CHARACTERIZE A CULT. We 
are going to use the following: 
1. Faulty interpretation of the Bible 
2. They question authority of the Bible 
3. Salvation is changed: ‘Salvation = Faith + Works’ 
4. Their god or gods are not the God of the Bible 
5. Doctrinal changes - ‘progressive revelation’ 
6. Add extra-scriptural writings 
7. Saying one thing in public, another in private 
8. Only group God deals with – ‘remnant’ 
9. Date setting - false prophecies 

11.Concept of Jesus is contrary to truth of Bible 
12.Head of the organization comes between God and man 
13.Claim to answer all religious questions 
14.Division of believers loyalty between church & God 
15.‘Us against the world’ attitude 
16.Eschatology or the Doctrine of Last Things is 

overemphasized
17.Deny personality of Holy Spirit 
18.Different view of immortality of soul 
19.Definitions of human nature & sin different from Bible

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MARKS OF A CULT:  What is a cult? The Bible tells us, "beware of another gospel." (GAL 1:6-9; 2CO 11:3-15; 
2TI 3:1-16 and 4:3-4; COL 2:8-23; PRO 14:12)  The following marks of a cult: 
I. Deify Man:  Man may become a god. Man only needs to "progress" (as defined by the cult and only with the 

cult's help) to become like God. (GEN 3:1-13; ISA 14:9-19 [the same sin Satan was guilty of]; 2TH 2:3-4)
II. Humanize God:  Deny that God is ONE eternally. Deny the Trinity. There are "many" gods, and redefine God 

to man's image. (ROM 1:21-25; ISA 43:10- 11 and 44:6-8; PSA 90:2) 
III. Minimize Sin:  Instead of man's very nature being separated from God, sin is only specific acts that through 

good works can be perfected. Hell is redefined into bland or nonexistent punishment. (ROM 3:23; I JOH 1:8-10; 
GAL 3:10; REV 20:14-15) 

IV. Ostracize the Scriptures:  They will add additional scripture and claim that there is error in God's Word. 
Continual change of meaning in scripture. (LUK 21:33; REV 22:18-19; ISA 40:8; Acts 17:11) 

V. A Different Jesus:  Jesus is not the Son of God, but rather a son of A god - or He was just a prophet - or a 
created god - or our elder brother - or just a good man or a teacher. (ISA 9:6-7; JOH 1:1-14; COL 1:15-20; HEB 
1:1-12) 

VI. A Different Salvation:  Deny Salvation by Grace, by the shed blood of Jesus on the Cross at Calvary and by 
true repentance of sin by a sinner. Usually will not see a cross on the cult's structures. Salvation must be by 
works, and quite often by a system dictated by the cult. (EPH 2:8-10; GAL 3:1-26; 1PE 2:24) 

VII.A Different Spirit:  The Holy Spirit is changed into a "good force" or impersonal entity. Deny God the Spirit. 
Spiritism is generally rampant by having visits from spirits, counterfeit miracles, etc. (1TI 4:1; DEU 18:9-14; 
JOH 14:17) 

VIII. Modern-day Prophet(ess):  Founded by man, followed by others, who claim to be God's one true spokesman 
on Earth. Accountable to no one but God. Gives revelation and scripture. (JER 23; MAT 24:24; HEB 1:1-2; 
DEU 13:1-10 and 18:20-22) 

IX. The Only True Church:  Their group is the only true way to perfection. The word "truth" used over and over. 
Unless you are an active part of their organization, you are lost. Deny the spiritual union of believers. (COL 
1:18; EPH 1:22-23; ROM 12:1-8) 

X. Secrets (Closed to the Outside World):  Secret rituals, temples and doctrines. Finances not public. No 
communion with Christian body. All others are outsiders. No one knows the truth as they (and their prophet) do. 
Persecution complex. 

XI. Cannot Leave:  Always testing loyalty of followers. Obedience (blind) is primary. Leaders have all power - are 
followers intermediary with God - not Jesus. Only way to leave is by excommunication, threats. Spiritual 
bondage, fear and guilt most common. If you leave, you are cut off from all in cult.
