The are the spirits of a pre-Adamic civilization   
destroyed by God when he cast Lucifer (Satan) to the earth (Between GEN 1:1 and 1:2)

Obsession: compulsive preoccupation w/ a fixed idea or unwanted feeling or emotion, often w/ great anxiety
Oppression:   suffering the arbitrary, cruel exercise of power of another being, but against ones own will
Compulsion:   an irresistible impulse to act in a certain way, regardless of its rationality or morality
Possession: The state of being possessed or controlled, by an evil (demon) spirit, within the spirit of a person. 
Astrology:   The belief that positions and aspect of celestial bodies have an influence on human life & destiny
Succubus:   A ‘female’ demon who descends upon and has sexual intercourse with a man while he sleeps.
Incubus: A ‘male’ evil spirit who descends upon and has sexual intercourse with a woman as she sleeps.

9. Occult:   use of hidden or secret ritual to invoke the power of supernatural demonic powers or phenomena
Cult: a false or extreme religious sect with peculiar beliefs or ritual under the authority of a charismatic leader
Cartomancy: the art of divination or fortune-telling using cards with special signs and markings (eg Tarot)
Necromancy: the practice of communicating with spirits of dead people (really demons posing as people)
Divination:   the art or act of foretelling events or revealing occult knowledge through augury or a spirit agency
Channeling: acting as a medium through which a spirit (demon) guide communicates with the physical realm
Automatic Writing: a type of channeling in which the information conveyed comes through handwriting
