Lecture Notes

1. The results of REPENTANCE: Temptation still comes, but does NOT result in SIN; Spiritual 
warfare still occurs, but does NOT result in DEFEAT.  Repentance results in a life of 
VICTORY !!!!

2. Surprising to many, forgiveness is one of the key weapons against the enemy. Forgiveness is a 
5-way process: forgive your ancestors (backwards), your descendants (forwards), other 
people (outwards), yourself (inwards), and God (upwards). Ask God to forgive YOU and 
OTHERS, including all your relatives, since sin and unforgiveness affects not only the sinner, 
but also his family, his country, and even his race !! When individuals serve in official 
capacities of leadership in Government, in corporations, or in any organization, God will hold 
that organization responsible for those sins.  We see this in scripture when God judges countries, 
races of peoples, families, etc. Forgiveness REMOVES any legal right Satan has to come 
against us as individuals, our family, our business, our country, etc.

9. Crossing the Red Sea represents Water Baptism, into the Old Covenant of Moses.
Crossing the Jordan River represents Spirit Baptism, into the New Covenant of Christ. Adam.
Water Baptism represents salvation from the PENALTY of sin.
Spirit Baptism represents salvation from the POWER of sin.

10. You can’t cast out the Flesh, nor can you crucify a demon.
11. Three realms of Battle:  Flesh, Satan / Demons, World System

12. HEB 12:14  Pursue peace with all people, and HOLINESS, without which no one will see the 
Lord:
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13. LEV 11:44  ‘For I am the Lord your God. You shall therefore CONSECRATE yourselves, 
and you shall be holy; for I am holy. Neither shall you defile yourselves with any creeping 
thing that creeps on the earth.

14. Consecration, commitment.  Jumping out a window.  Breakfast of Bacon and Eggs.

15. 1Pe 1:15-16  but as He who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, because it 
is written, “Be holy, for I am holy.”

19. Holy = sanctified, set apart

20. We are in covenant with God.  He has promised to take away our sins.  
ROM 11:27  For this is MY COVENANT with them, When I take away their sins.”
Berith = covenant “to cut”.  

21. 2TH 2:13   But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren beloved by the 
Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for SALVATION THROUGH 
SANCTIFICATION by the Spirit and belief in the truth,

22. Brit milah

23. ROM 11:22  Therefore consider the goodness and severity (apotomia) of God: on those who 
fell, severity; but toward you, goodness, if you continue in His goodness. Otherwise you also 
will be cut off. Apo = away, from, off, out of temno = to cut

24. COL 2:11  In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, 
by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, 12 buried with 
Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, 
who raised Him from the dead.

25. “Something is wrong with my Christianity”    That’s the place you have to be.

26. OT Priests ---- blood applied to right ear lobe, right great toe, and to right thumb
Then oil applied to same areas.  Then anointed with oil by pouring over the top of the head.

27. Priests, Kings, Prophets were anointed for service.  The PURPOSE of the anointing was for 
SERVCE.  Commitment to service therefore is a qualification for Baptism.

28. The first miracle at Cana in Galilee.  The marriage.

29. LUK 11:13   “If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much 
more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!”
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30. MAT 3:11  “I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is coming after me is 
mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy 
Spirit and fire. 12 “His winnowing fan is in His hand, and He will thoroughly clean out His 
threshing floor, and gather His wheat into the barn; but He will burn up the chaff with 
unquenchable fire.”

31. AMO 9:9   “For surely I will command, And will sift the house of Israel among all nations, As 
grain is sifted in a sieve; Yet not the smallest grain shall fall to the ground. 10 All the sinners of 
My people shall die by the sword, Who say, ‘The calamity shall not overtake nor confront us.’

32. SANCTIFICATION does not bestow freedom from temptation, but freedom from sin; nor 
is it freedom from spiritual warfare, but freedom from defeat.

33. Communion.  Take eat, this is my body (IDENTIFICATION)   Matza = no leaven.
3rd cup = the cup of sanctification. Feast of unleavened bread.  In the MIDDLE of that was the 
Feast of Firstfruits.  THEN came pentecost.

41. An allegory of two mountains --- Sinai and Zion

Cain having been Born First sought to claim the Right of the FIRSTBORN, that is Inherit the 
DOMINION OF THIS EARTH! Because He was not born within the LAW of Kind after His Kind, 
Cain was DISINHERITED from the BIRTHRIGHT. Cain was a bastard (Mamzer) mongrel (OUT 
OF KIND) being or Seed. As such he could never enter into the CONGREGATION of the Eternal 
God (Deut. 23:2)  Because Satan sought to get his seed into the earth as the Firstborn of the Adamic 
Creation…The FIRSTBORN was subsequently passed over by God in all critical times of history 
and we find that SETH and not Cain was chosen. It was ISAAC and Not Ishmael that counted for 
the true seed of Abraham. It was JACOB and not Esau that received the right of the Firstborn under 
the Election of God. (See Genesis 25:23 and Romans 9:10-14). It was JOSEPH and not Rueben
(the firstborn) that received the double portion from the dying Jacob. It was PHAREZ and not 
Zarah (the Firstborn) who received the Birthright. It was EPHRAIM and not Manasseh (The 
Firstborn)- who received the Birthright as recorded in Genesis 48. The only way that you can ever 
account for GOD choosing the Second Born in preference to the FIRSTBORN is because CAIN 
being Born First from the Womb of Eve, had placed a SIN UPON ADAM’S RACE and not until the 
Second Adam, JESUS CHRIST, was born of the VIRGIN MARY was the CURSE LIFTED.

42. That’s why YOU have to be BORN AGAIN, the receive the BLESSING of the SECOND 
BORN !!!!

43. A type of FIRST ADAM and the SECOND ADAM.
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The FIRST CREATION began with the FIRST ADAM;
The SECOND (NEW) CREATION begins with the SECOND ADAM.
BOTH ADAMS ‘died’ on a tree; There was a ‘Tree of Death’ and a ‘Tree of Life’
BOTH ADAMS contested with Satan
God promised a NEW seed to come, beginning first with SETH, later with Yehoshuwah

44. The disobedience of the first Adam ruined us, the obedience of the second Adam saves us 
v. 21. And so, as in Adam all die, in Christ shall all be made alive

45. 1CO 15:22  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive.

46. GEN 5:1  This is the book of the genealogy of Adam. In the day that God created man, He 
made him in the likeness of God. 2 He created them male and female, and blessed them and 
called them Mankind in the day they were created. 3 And Adam lived one hundred and thirty 
years, and begot a son in his own likeness, after his image, and named him Seth. 4 After he 
begot Seth, the days of Adam were eight hundred years; and he had sons and daughters. 5 So all 
the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years; and he died.

47. ROM 5:12  Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through sin, 
and thus death spread to all men, because all sinned— 13 (For until the law sin was in the world, 
but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to 
Moses, even over those who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of 
Adam, who is a type of Him who was to come. 15 But the free gift is not like the offense. For if 
by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of 
the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many. 16 And the gift is not like that which came 
through the one who sinned. For the judgment which came from one offense resulted in 
condemnation, but the free gift which came from many offenses resulted in justification. 17 For 
if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more those who receive 
abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus 
Christ.) 18 Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in 
condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting 
in justification of life. 19 For as by one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by 
one Man’s obedience many will be made righteous. 20 Moreover the law entered that the 
offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more, 21 so that as sin 
reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.

48. God not only imputes the sin of Adam to the race; He also offers to do the same with the 
righteousness of Christ (v. 21). When God imputes the righteousness of Christ to the account 
of a believer, He makes the person’s record as good (or as perfect) as Jesus Christ’s.
Application: Imputed righteousness is the only remedy for imputed sin. (First Reference, Rom. 
5:12; Primary Reference, Rom. 5; cf. Jer. 3:23.)

49. 1CO 15:45  And so it is written, “The first man Adam became a living being.” The last Adam 
became a life-giving spirit. 46 However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural, and afterward 
the spiritual. 47 The first man was of the earth, made of dust; the second Man is the Lord from 
heaven. 48 As was the man of dust, so also are those who are made of dust; and as is the 
heavenly Man, so also are those who are heavenly. 49 And as we have borne the image of the 
man of dust, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly Man. 50 Now this I say, brethren, that 
flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption.
