THE  RAPTURE  IS "POST-TRIB"
1. MAT 24:21  “For then there will be GREAT TRIBULATION (thlipsis), such as has not been since the 

beginning of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. 22 “And unless those days were shortened, no 
flesh would be saved; but FOR THE ELECT’S (elektos) SAKE those days will be shortened. 23 “Then if 
anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Christ!’ or ‘There!’ do not believe it. 24 “For false christs and false 
prophets will rise and show great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect (elektos). 25 “See, 
I have told you beforehand. 26 “Therefore if they say to you, ‘Look, He is in the desert!’ do not go out; or ‘Look, 
He is in the inner rooms!’ do not believe it. 27 “For as the lightning comes from the east and flashes to the 
west, so also will the COMING (parousia) of the Son of Man be. 28 “For wherever the carcass is, there the 
eagles will be gathered together. 29 “IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE TRIBULATION (thlipsis) of those 
days the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light; the stars will fall from heaven, and the 
powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30 “Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in heaven, and then 
all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven with 
power and great glory. 31 “And He will send His angels WITH A GREAT SOUND OF A TRUMPET 
(salpigx), and THEY WILL GATHER TOGETHER HIS ELECT (electos) from the FOUR WINDS, from 
one end of heaven to the other.  (see EZE 37:12, 15-28)

2. 1CO 15:51  Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed—52 in a 
moment, in the twinkling of an eye, AT THE LAST TRUMPET (salpigx). For the trumpet will sound, and 
the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

3. 2TH 2:1 Now, brethren, concerning the COMING (parousia) of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering 
together to Him, we ask you, 2  not to be soon shaken in mind or troubled, either by spirit or by word or by 
letter, as if from us, as though the day of Christ had come. 3 Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day 
will not come unless THE FALLING AWAY (apostasia) comes first, and THE MAN OF SIN IS 
REVEALED (apokalupto), the son of perdition (apoleia), 4 who opposes and exalts himself above all that is 
called God or that is worshiped, so that he sits as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God. 5 
Do you not remember that when I was still with you I told you these things? 6 And now you know what is 
RESTRAINING (katecho), that he may be revealed in his own time. 7 For the mystery of lawlessness is 
already at work; only He who now RESTRAINS (katecho) will do so until He is taken out of the way. 8 And 
THEN THE LAWLESS ONE WILL BE REVEALED, whom the Lord will consume with the breath of 
His mouth and destroy with the brightness of His coming. 9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the 
working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, 10 and with all unrighteous deception among those 
who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 11 And for this reason 
God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie, 12 that they all may be condemned 
who did not believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

4. REV 20:4  And I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was committed to them. Then I saw the souls 
of those who had been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had not 
worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received his mark on their foreheads or on their hands. And 
they lived and reigned with Christ for a thousand years. 5 But the rest of the dead did not live again until the 
thousand years were finished. THIS IS THE FIRST RESURRECTION. 6 Blessed and holy is he who has 
part in the FIRST RESURRECTION.

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6. JOH 11:23  Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.” 24 Martha said to Him, “I know that he will rise 
again in the resurrection at the LAST day.”

26 “And whoever LIVES and believes in Me 
shall never die. Do you believe this?”

9. REV 10:7 But in the DAYS of the sounding of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, the mystery of 
God would be finished, as He declared to His servants the prophets.

11. MAT 24:36  “But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, but My Father only. 37 

“But AS THE DAYS OF NOAH WERE, so also will the COMING (parousia) of the Son of Man be. 38 
“For as in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the 
day that Noah entered the ark, 39 “and did not know until the flood came and took them all away, so also 
will the COMING (parousia) of the Son of Man be. 40 “Then two men will be in the field: one will be taken 
and the other left. 41 “Two women will be grinding at the mill: one will be taken and the other left. 42 “Watch 
therefore, for you do not know what hour your Lord is coming.

12. 1CO 15:22  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 23 But each one in his own order: 
Christ the firstfruits, afterward those who are Christ’s at His COMING (parousia). 24 THEN COMES 
THE END, WHEN HE DELIVERS THE KINGDOM TO GOD THE FATHER, when He puts an end to 
all rule and all authority and power.

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Epiphaneia = "APPEARING"
22. 2TI 4:1  I charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and the dead at 

His APPEARING (epiphaneia) and His kingdom: 2 Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of season. 
Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching. 3 For the time will come when they will not 
endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap 
up for themselves teachers; 4 and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to 
fables.

23. 2TI 4:7  I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. 8 Finally, there is laid up 
for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on THAT DAY, 
and not to me only but also to all who have loved His APPEARING (epiphaneia).

24. TIT 2:11  For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men, 12 teaching us that, denying 
ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly in the present age, 13 looking for 
THE BLESSED HOPE and glorious APPEARING (epiphaneia) of our great God and Savior Jesus 
Christ, 14 who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself 
His own special people, zealous for good works.

Apokalupsis or Apokalupto = "REVELATION" or "REVEALED"
25. REV 1:7  Behold, He is coming with clouds, and EVERY EYE WILL SEE HIM, even they who pierced 

Him. And all the tribes of the earth will mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen.
26. 1CO 1:7  so that you come short in no gift, EAGERLY WAITING for the REVELATION (apokalupsis) of 

our Lord Jesus Christ,
27. 1PE 5:1  The elders who are among you I exhort, I who am a fellow elder and a witness of the sufferings of 

Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that will be REVEALED (apokalupsis):
28. REV 6:12  I looked when He opened THE SIXTH SEAL, and behold, there was a great earthquake; and the 

sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became like blood. 13 And the stars of heaven fell to the 
earth, as a fig tree drops its late figs when it is shaken by a mighty wind. 14 Then the sky receded as a scroll when 
it is rolled up, and every mountain and island was moved out of its place. 15 And the kings of the earth, the 
great men, the rich men, the commanders, the mighty men, every slave and every free man, hid themselves 
in the caves and in the rocks of the mountains, 16 and said to the mountains and rocks, “Fall on us and hide 
us from the face of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb!

30. 1PE 4:12  Beloved, do not think it strange concerning the FIERY TRIAL which is to try you, as though 
some strange thing happened to you; 13 but rejoice to the extent that you partake of Christ’s sufferings, 
that when His glory is REVEALED (apokalupsis), you may also be glad with exceeding joy.

31. ROM 2:4  Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and longsuffering, not knowing that the 
goodness of God leads you to repentance? 5 But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent 
heart you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in THE DAY OF WRATH and REVELATION 
(apokalupsis) of the righteous judgment of God, 6 who “will render to each one according to his deeds”: 7 
eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing good seek for glory, honor, and immortality;  8 but to 
those who are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness—indignation and wrath, 9 
tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek. 11 For there 
is no partiality with God.

32. LUK 17:28   “Likewise as it was also in the days of Lot: They ate, they drank, they bought, they sold, they 
planted, they built; 29 “but ON THE DAY that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from 
heaven and destroyed them all. 30 “Even so will it be in the day when the Son of Man is REVEALED 
(apokalupto).

33. ROM 8:18  For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with THE 
GLORY which shall be REVEALED (apokalupto) IN US. 19 For the earnest expectation of the creation 
eagerly waits for the REVEALING (apokalupsis) of the sons of God. 22 For we know that the whole 
creation groans and suffers the pains of childbirth together until now. 23 And not only this, but also we 
ourselves, having the first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting eagerly for our 
adoption as sons, the REDEMPTION OF OUR BODY.
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34. PHI 3:20  20 For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly WAIT for the Savior, the Lord 
Jesus Christ, 21 who WILL TRANSFORM OUR LOWLY BODY that it may be conformed to His 
glorious body, according to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself.

35. LUK 21:25  “And there will be signs in the sun, in the moon, and in the stars; and on the earth distress of 
nations, with perplexity, the sea and the waves roaring; 26 “men’s hearts failing them from fear and the 
expectation of those things which are coming on the earth, for the powers of heaven will be shaken. 27 “Then 
they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glory. 28 “Now when these things 
BEGIN to happen, look up and lift up your heads, because your REDEMPTION draws near.”

may be counted worthy of the kingdom of God, for which you also suffer; 6 since it is a righteous thing with God 
to repay WITH TRIBULATION those who trouble you, 7 and to give you who are troubled rest with us when 
the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, 8 in flaming fire taking vengeance on those 
who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.

IT IS TESTED BY FIRE, may be found to praise, honor, and glory at the REVELATION (apokalupsis)
of Jesus Christ,

38. 1PE 1:13  Therefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and rest your hope fully upon the grace that is 
to be brought to you at the REVELATION (apokalupsis) of Jesus Christ;

39. REV 1:1  The REVELATION (apokalupsis) of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants—
things which must shortly take place.

40. MAT 10:23  “WHEN THEY PERSECUTE YOU in this city, flee to another. For assuredly, I say to you, 

you will not have gone through the cities of Israel before the Son of Man COMES (erchomai).
41. MAT 16:27  “For the Son of Man WILL COME (erchomai) in the glory of His Father with His angels, 

and then HE WILL REWARD EACH ACCORDING TO HIS WORKS. 28 “Assuredly, I say to you, there 
are some standing here who shall not taste death till they see the Son of Man COMING (erchomai) in His 
kingdom.”

42. MAT 24:30  “Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in heaven, and then all the tribes of the earth will 
mourn, and they will see the Son of Man COMING (erchomai) on the clouds of heaven with power and 
great glory.

43. ACT 1:11  who also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who 
was taken up from you into heaven, will so COME (erchomai) in like manner as you saw Him go into 
heaven.”

44. MAT 24:44  “Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man is COMING (erchomai) at an hour you do not 
expect.

Blessed is he who keeps the words of the prophecy 
of this book.” 12 “And behold, I am COMING (erchomai) quickly, and My reward is with Me, to give to every 
one according to his work. 20 He who testifies to these things says, “Surely I am COMING (erchomai)
quickly.” Amen. Even so, COME (erchomai), Lord Jesus!

Harpazo = "CAUGHT UP"
62. 1TH 4:17  Then we who are alive and remain shall be CAUGHT UP (harpazo)  together with them in the 

clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always be with the Lord.
63. 2CO 12:2  I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago—whether in the body I do not know, or whether 

out of the body I do not know, God knows—such a one was CAUGHT UP (harpazo)  to the third heaven. 3 
And I know such a man—whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows— 4 how he was 
CAUGHT UP (harpazo)  into Paradise and heard inexpressible words, which it is not lawful for a man to 
utter.

64. MAT 11:12  “And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffers violence, and 
the violent TAKE IT (harpazo) by force.

65. MAT 13:19  “When anyone hears the word of the kingdom, and DOES NOT UNDERSTAND IT, then 
the wicked one comes and SNATCHES AWAY (harpazo) what was sown in his heart. This is he who 
received seed by the wayside.

66. JOH 10:28  “And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone SNATCH 
(harpazo) them out of My hand. 29 “My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is 
able to SNATCH (harpazo) them out of My Father’s hand.

PROTECTION
In the midst of tribulation, God is able to protect completely His people.  Examples in scripture and in real life 
abound.  Hiroshima, church in WWII, Daniel in the lion's den, Shadrach, Meshach, & Abindigo in the fiery 
furnace, etc.
70. JOH 17:15  “I DO NOT pray that You should take them OUT (EK) of the world, but that You should 

keep (tereo) them from (ek) the evil one. (Compare MAT 2:15: "Out (ek) of Egypt I called My Son".)
71. REV 3:10  “Because you have kept My command to persevere, I ALSO WILL KEEP YOU FROM THE 

HOUR OF TRIAL which shall come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth.
72. ISA 26:20  Come, MY PEOPLE, enter your chambers, And shut your doors behind you; Hide yourself, 

as it were, for a little moment, Until the indignation is past. 21 For behold, the Lord comes out of His place 
To punish the inhabitants of the earth for their iniquity; The earth will also disclose her blood, And will no 
more cover her slain.

73. ZEP 2:3  Seek the Lord, all you meek of the earth, Who have upheld His justice. Seek righteousness, seek 
humility. It may be that YOU WILL BE HIDDEN In the day of the Lord’s anger.
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74. 1TH 5:9  For GOD DID NOT APPOINT US TO WRATH, but to obtain salvation through our Lord 
Jesus Christ, 10 who died for us, that whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with Him.

75. ISA 43:1  But now, thus says the Lord, who created you, O Jacob, And He who formed you, O Israel: “Fear 
not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by your name; You are Mine. 2 When you pass through 
the waters, I will be with you; And through the rivers, they shall not overflow you. When you walk 
through the fire, you shall not be burned, Nor shall the flame scorch you.

76. PSA 91:1 He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 2 I 
will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and my fortress; My God, in Him I will trust.” 4 He shall cover you with 
His feathers, And under His wings you shall take refuge; His truth shall be your shield and buckler. 5 You shall 
not be afraid of the terror by night, Nor of the arrow that flies by day, 6 Nor of the pestilence that walks in 
darkness, Nor of the destruction that lays waste at noonday. 7 A thousand may fall at your side, And ten 
thousand at your right hand; But it shall not come near you. 8 Only with your eyes shall you look, And 
see the reward of the wicked.

77. REV 7:13 Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, “Who are these arrayed in white robes, and where did 

they come from?” 14 And I said to him, “Sir, you know.” So he said to me, “These are the ones who come 
out of the great tribulation, and washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

78. 1PE  4:12  Beloved, do not think it strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some 
strange thing happened to you; 13 but rejoice to the extent that you partake of Christ’s sufferings, that when 
His glory is revealed, you may also be glad with exceeding joy.

79. 2PE  2:9  then the Lord knows how to deliver the godly out of temptations and to reserve the unjust under 
punishment for the day of judgment,

80. REV 3:10  “Because you have kept My command to persevere, I also will keep you from THE HOUR OF 
TRIAL which shall come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth. 11 “Behold, I AM

81. MAT 13:20   “But he who received the seed on stony places, this is he who hears the word and immediately

TRIBULATION or persecution arises because of the word, immediately he stumbles.

82. REV 2:10  “Do not fear any of those things which you are about to suffer. Indeed, the devil is about to 
throw some of you into prison, that you may be tested, and YOU WILL HAVE TRIBULATION TEN 
DAYS. Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life.

83. REV 12:11  “And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they 
did not love their lives to the death.

84. DAN 7:21  “I was watching; and the same horn was making war against THE SAINTS, and prevailing 
against them, 22 “until the Ancient of Days came, and a judgment was made in favor of the saints of the Most 
High, and the time came for the saints to possess the kingdom. 25 He shall speak pompous words against the 
Most High, Shall persecute the saints of the Most High, And shall intend to change times and law. Then THE 
SAINTS shall be given into his hand For a time and times and half a time. 26 ‘But the court shall be seated, 
And they shall take away his dominion, To consume and destroy it forever.

87. ROM 8:35  Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall TRIBULATION (thlipsis), or distress, or 
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 As it is written:  “For Your sake we are killed 
all day long; We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.” 37 Yet in ALL these things we are more than 
conquerors through Him who loved us.

88. 2CO 4:17  For our light AFFLICTION (thlipsis), which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more 
exceeding and eternal weight of glory, 18 while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things 
which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.

89. REV 2:10  “Do not fear any of those things which you are about to suffer. Indeed, the devil is about to 
throw some of you into prison, that you may be tested, and you will have TRIBULATION (thlipsis)  ten 
days.

92. LUK 12:49  “I came to send FIRE on the earth, and how I wish it were already kindled!
93. 2TH 1:6  since it is a righteous thing with God to repay with tribulation those who trouble you, 7 and to give 

you who are troubled rest with us when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, 8 
IN FLAMING FIRE taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the 
gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 These shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence 
of the Lord and from the glory of His power, 10 when He comes, IN THAT DAY, to be glorified IN HIS 
SAINTS and to be admired among all those who believe, because our testimony among you was believed.

24 “And you shall wash your 
clothes ON THE SEVENTH DAY and be clean, and afterward you may come into the camp.”

102. ZEC 13:9  I will bring the one-third THROUGH THE FIRE, Will refine them as silver is refined, And 
test them as gold is tested. They will call on My name, And I will answer them. I will say, ‘This is My 
people’; And each one will say, ‘The Lord is my God.’ ”
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103. 1PE 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy 
has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 to an 
inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, 5 who are kept 
by the power of God through faith for salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

39 “The enemy who sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the 
reapers are the angels. 40 “Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end of 
this age. 41 “The Son of Man will send out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things 
that offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 42 “and will cast them into the furnace of fire. There will 
be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 43 “Then the righteous will shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their 
Father. He who has ears to hear, let him hear!

THE THIRD DAY
136. EXO 19:10  Then the Lord said to Moses, “Go to the people and consecrate them today and tomorrow, and let 

them wash their clothes. 11 “And let them be ready FOR THE THIRD DAY. For ON THE THIRD DAY 
THE LORD WILL COME DOWN upon Mount Sinai in the sight of all the people. 13 ‘Not a hand shall 
touch him, but he shall surely be stoned or shot with an arrow; whether man or beast, he shall not live.’ When 
THE TRUMPET sounds long, they shall come near the mountain.” 14 So Moses went down from the 
mountain to the people and sanctified the people, and they washed their clothes. 15 And he said to the people, 
“Be ready for THE THIRD DAY; do not come near your wives.” 16 Then it came to pass ON THE 
THIRD DAY, in the morning, that there were thunderings and lightnings, and a thick cloud on the 
mountain; and the sound of the trumpet was very loud, so that all the people who were in the camp 
trembled. 17 And Moses brought the people out of the camp to meet with God, and they stood at the foot 
of the mountain. 18 Now Mount Sinai was completely in smoke, because the Lord descended upon it in 
fire. Its smoke ascended like the smoke of a furnace, and the whole mountain quaked greatly. 19 And when the 
blast of the trumpet sounded long and became louder and louder, Moses spoke, and God answered him 
by voice. 20 Then the Lord came down upon Mount Sinai, on the top of the mountain. And the Lord 
called Moses to the top of the mountain, and Moses went up.

137. NUM 19:11  ‘He who touches the dead body of anyone shall be unclean seven days. 12 ‘He shall purify 
himself with the water on the THIRD DAY and on the SEVENTH DAY; then he will be clean. But if he 
does not purify himself on the third day and on the seventh day, he will not be clean. 13 ‘Whoever touches the 
body of anyone who has died, and does not purify himself, defiles the tabernacle of the Lord. That person shall 
be cut off from Israel. He shall be unclean, because the water of purification was not sprinkled on him; his 
uncleanness is still on him.

138. EST 5:1  Now it happened ON THE THIRD DAY that Esther put on her royal robes and stood in the 
inner court of the king’s palace, across from the king’s house, while the king sat on his royal throne in the 
royal house, facing the entrance of the house.

139. HOS 6:1 Come, and let us return to the Lord; For He has torn, but He will heal us; He has stricken, but He will 
bind us up. 2 After two days He will revive us; ON THE THIRD DAY He will raise us up, That we may 
live in His sight.
