
Passover Teaching

1. Feasts ordained by God.  Leviticus 23;  Exodus 12

2. Lev 23:1  And the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 2 “Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them: ‘The 
FEASTS (MOWED) of the Lord, which you shall proclaim to be HOLY CONVOCATIONS (MIQRA), 
these are My feasts. 3 ‘Six days shall work be done, but the seventh day is a Sabbath of solemn rest, a 
holy convocation. You shall do no work on it; it is the Sabbath of the Lord in all your dwellings. 4 ‘These 
are the feasts of the Lord, holy convocations which you shall proclaim at their APPOINTED TIMES 
(MOWED).

3. GEN 1:14   God said, “I command lights to appear in the sky and to separate day from night and TO 
SHOW THE TIME for SEASONS (MOWED), SPECIAL DAYS (YOWM), and YEARS (SHANEH).

4. LIGHTING SHABBAT CANDLES  ……creation…….redemption…….Blessing:   Baruch atah Adonai 
Eloheynu melech ha'olam, asher tzidkanu b'mitzvotav, v'tzinvanu l'hadlik neyr shel Shabbat.

Weekly Sabbath  vs.  Special Sabbath

GEN 1:1  In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 3 Then God said, “Let there be light”; 
and there was light.

JOH 8:12  Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, “I am the light of the world. He who follows Me shall 
not walk in darkness, but have the light of life.”

5. TALLIT.  SHOFAR.  PSA 81:3   Blow the trumpet (Shofar) at the time of the New Moon, At the full 
moon, on our solemn feast day.

6. 7 Feasts---a picture of GOD'S PLAN OF SALVATION…..THE HARVEST!!   EXO 12:14  ‘So this day 
shall be to you a memorial; and you shall keep it as a feast to the Lord throughout your generations. You 
shall keep it as a feast by an EVERLASTING ORDINANCE.

1CO 15:46  However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural, and afterward the spiritual. 47 The first 
man was of the earth, made of dust; the second Man is the Lord from heaven.

12. PREPARATION:  removal of all leaven (chametz), kashering, 10 piles of leaven, children search, Father 
removes.   

1CO 5:6   Your glorying is not good. Do you not know that a little leaven leavens the whole lump? 7 
Therefore purge out the old leaven, that you may be a new lump, since you truly are unleavened. For 
indeed Christ, our Passover, was sacrificed for us. 8 Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, 
nor with the leaven of malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.



13. DO STEPS in SEDER.   Baruch atah Adonai Eloheynu melech ha'olam, boaray peree ha'gofen.

14. FOUR CUPS….EXO 6:6   Wherefore say unto the children of Israel, I am the LORD, and I will bring you 
out from under the burdens of the Egyptians,  and I will rid you out of their bondage,   and I will redeem you 
with a stretched out arm, and with great judgments: 7 And I will take you to me for a people, and I will be to 
you a God: and ye shall know that I am the LORD your God, which bringeth you out from under the burdens of 
the Egyptians. 

15. BARABBAS.   MAR 15:6   Now it was the custom at the Feast to release a prisoner whom the people 
requested. 7 A man called Barabbas was in prison with the insurrectionists who had committed murder
in the uprising. 8 The crowd came up and asked Pilate to do for them what he usually did. 9 “Do you want me to 
release to you the king of the Jews?” asked Pilate, 10 knowing it was out of envy that the chief priests had 
handed Jesus over to him. 11 But the chief priests stirred up the crowd to have Pilate release Barabbas instead. 
12 “What shall I do, then, with the one you call the king of the Jews?” Pilate asked them. 13 “Crucify him!” 
they shouted. 14 “Why? What crime has he committed?” asked Pilate. But they shouted all the louder, “Crucify 
him!” 15 Wanting to satisfy the crowd, Pilate released Barabbas to them. He had Jesus flogged, and 
handed him over to be crucified. 

16. SANDSEED  vs  STARSEED of Abraham.  TWO loaves presented at Pentecost.  WHO IS A JEW?  
ROM 2:28  For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is outward in the 
flesh; 29 but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, not in the 
letter; whose praise is not from men but from God.

17. PSA 126:5   Those who sow in tears Shall reap in joy. 6 He who continually goes forth weeping, Bearing 
SEED for sowing, Shall doubtless come again with rejoicing, Bringing his SHEAVES with him.

18. MEZUZA:  EXO 12:21   Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel and said to them, “Pick out and take 
lambs for yourselves according to your families, and kill the Passover lamb.22 “And you shall take a bunch of 
hyssop, dip it in the blood that is in the basin, and strike the lintel and the two DOORPOSTS with the blood 
that is in the basin. And none of you shall go out of the door of his house until morning.23 “For the Lord will 
pass through to strike the Egyptians; and when He sees the blood on the lintel and on the two DOORPOSTS, 
the Lord will pass over the door and not allow the destroyer to come into your houses to strike you.24 “And you 
shall observe this thing as an ordinance for you and your sons forever.

DEU 6:4 “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one! 5 You shall love the Lord your God with all your 
heart, with all your soul, and with all your strength. 6 And these words which I command you today shall be in 
your heart. 7 You shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, 
when you walk by the way, when you lie down, and when you rise up. 8 You shall bind them as a sign on your 
hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 9 You shall write them on the DOORPOSTS of your 
house and on your gates.”

DEU 11:13-21 “And it shall be that if you earnestly obey My commandments which I command you today, 
to love the Lord your God and serve Him with all your heart and with all your soul, 14 then I will give you the 
rain for your land in its season, the early rain and the latter rain, that you may gather in your grain, your new 
wine, and your oil. 15 And I will send grass in your fields for your livestock, that you may eat and be filled. 
16 Take heed to yourselves, lest your heart be deceived, and you turn aside and serve other gods and worship 
them, 17 lest the Lord’s anger be aroused against you, and He shut up the heavens so that there be no rain, and 
the land yield no produce, and you perish quickly from the good land which the Lord is giving you. 18 
Therefore you shall lay up these words of mine in your heart and in your soul, and bind them as a sign on your 
hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 19 You shall teach them to your children, speaking of 
them when you sit in your house, when you walk by the way, when you lie down, and when you rise up. 20 
And you shall write them on the DOORPOSTS of your house and on your gates, 21 that your days and the 
days of your children may be multiplied in the land of which the Lord swore to your fathers to give them, like 
the days of the heavens above the earth."
